What process or technique did you use to make it?

What was your inspiration for this project/piece?

What is its context (historical, political, environmental, art-historical, etc.)?

What concept(s) or subject(s) are you exploring?

How have you transformed your concept(s) or subject(s)?

What meaning/significance does your project suggest? 

How does the viewer/user experience it?
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
